Discerning God's Will in Life's Complexities 1
It can be difficult to know how to follow Jesus in complex life issues.

In such situations it is important to seek the advice of wise believers. A good friend of mine (also
named John) and a devout Christian, was facing some difficult decisions regarding a relationship. He
decided to ask a small number of wise believers to be on what he called "my board of directors."

These men and women, all mature believers, took their role seriously. They met with John regularly to
hear how he was doing and to pray for him. They gave him wise counsel over a period of years, and
were an immense help to his spiritual, emotional and even physical health (since these are often
interrelated).

My friend John was wise in two ways. First, by assembling his "board of directors," and secondly
(supremely important), by being willing to humbly listen.
Coffee/tea thought: If I am facing difficult issues, am I willing to both gather some wise, mature

followers of Christ to advise me, and then to follow their advice?
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
